Effective 
evangelism begins with heartfelt 
prayer for the unsaved. Through 
intercessory prayer for the lost, 
believers can become instruments 
of salvation to men and women all 
over the world, even to those they 
have never seen in this life.

Charles Spurgeon correctly reminds 
us of the need for compassionate 
prayer and intentional witness: 

“Weep Believer … Go to your God 
and tell Him that if souls are not 
saved it is not because He has not 
power to save but because you have 
never travailed for perishing 
sinners. Wake up, wake up, and be 
astonished: you have neglected 
prayer. Wrestle and strive with your 
God. Look up and weep.” 

When the eyes of believers are wet 
with heart broken tears, the lost 
souls of men and women can be 
saved. It is not enough to verbally 
or by life style share the gospel, we 
must also pray that people might 
open their hearts and minds to the 
love of God demonstrated through 
Christ. St. Mary of Jesus, a 
Carmelite nun, has rightly said, “It 
is the prayer of agony which saves 
the world.”

Our teams were able to work
and complete 13 of these
jobs. Fourof these jobs were really
bad. If anoutside contractor would
have come in to clean out these
homes the costto the home owner
would have been3 to 5 thousand dol-
lars. What a blessing our men and
women have been to these fami-
lies  Your 8 churches that had men
and women willing to travel over 800
miles to do thesemud outs are truly
outstanding. They became the hands
and feet of Jesus.

Following is a breakdown of what a
trip will cost:

1- Travel cost $    577.00

2- Gas cost for 3 trucks  $ 1,500.00

3- Tolls  $   290.00

4- Needed supplies  $   220.00

5- 16 people & 328 volunteerhours

 6- 13 Jobs completed & 2 more
started

set aside for gas and donated for dis-
aster recovery trips by our churches.
The amount we are trying to keep in
this fund is $2500.00.Please, let's
raise this amount again so we can be
ready to help at the next event.The
churches have always been there to
help andyour Disaster Relief
Teamswill be there to help you if you

have a need. Your monetary gifts will
eliminate the "howwill they go" and
turn it into "when they go".
