 A few years back then Minnesota Governor 
Jessie Ventura denounced Christians weak minded 
people.

It is quite common to 
hear or read that Christians (& almost all religious 
people) are people who are unable to intellectually & 
emotionally cope with the trials & troubles that are 
common to all people. Atheist writers Christopher 
Hitchens & Richard Dawkins have made similar 
charges.    
  This critique fails numerous tests, including 
logic, reason, & experience. Why must something that 
makes us feel comforted, safe, & secure be inherently 
suspect? Doesn’t food & water nourish & comfort 
people? Doesn’t belonging to a healthy family bring 
security & solace? Such longings do not make food & 
family bad, illegitimate, or false.  Add to this the 
billions of people through out human history that have 

indeed felt comfort, security, solace, & peace 
from their personal relationship with God. 
The numerous examples of people standing 
strong in the face of troubles including 
persecution & martyrdom demonstrates a 
strong line of evidence for the existence of 
God, not an argument against.
 May the reality of God & our 
experience of His comfort unite us in the 
common cause of sharing His love & peace.
