MANY  METHODS – LOTS  OF  POSSIBILITIES
Long Creek Baptist Church:


1.
Ladies donated fabric, washed fabric, and sewed book bags.


2.
Donated and cut old greeting cards into bookmarks.


3.
Donated yarn and tied to bookmarks to be attached to book bags.


4.
Donated new and gently used children’s books.

Masonboro Baptist Church:

1.
Donated new and gently used children’s books.


2.
Ladies donated fabric and sewed book bags.

3.
Donated old greeting cards to be made into bookmarks.


4.
Held two “Sew & Assembly” events in the Activity Center where cutting, 
sewing, and 

ironing activities were done by ladies of the church.  Ladies, Children, and Youth 


assembled Books ‘n Bags following five “Stations” in the process (1. Bookmark 


artwork and messages, 2. Select a bag, 3. Attach bookmark to bag, 4. Select three books 

and stuff into bag, and 5. Pray for each bag and the child receiving it.


5.
Sunday School Children’s Department assembled Books ‘n Bags during their Sunday 

School hour one Sunday morning using the same five “Stations” listed in # 3 above.
Winter Park Baptist Church:


1.
Dr. Jean Allen and other church members spearheaded Books ‘n Bags for the WBA.


2.
Donated, collected, and delivered new and gently used children’s books.


3.
Ladies donated fabric and sewed book bags.

4.
Donated old greeting cards to be made into bookmarks.

Wrightville Beach Baptist Church:


1.
Vacation Bible School children donated children’s books as their VBS mission project.


2.
Ladies of the church donated fabric and sewed book bags.

3.
In assembly line fashion, ladies cleaned books and stuffed three books into each book 

bag along with a bookmark.


4.
On pre-printed bookmarks, Youth Sunday School Class did artwork and wrote 


messages to the unknown children receiving the Books ‘n Bags.


Each church worked independently and used various methods to reach the same goal – recycle gently used children’s books.  
Kids helping kids, the real connection:

1.
One 6-year old boy asked if he could make just one more Books ‘n Bag.  He said 
“It’s for a 
girl and her name is Anna”.  Folks, we have no idea the names of the children receiving our 
Books ‘n Bags, but we know God will find Anna and deliver her Books ‘n Bag.
2.
One 7-year old boy was upset when she saw his mother going through and boxing up some of 
his “favorite” books.  But when she explained who would be receiving his books, he started 
helping her make selections, and they donated 47 gently used children’s  books.
