The Resurrection of Christ is the heart of 
Christianity. According to scriptures without the 
resurrection our faith is meaningless, the New 
Testament is worthless, and the entire meaning of 
life is lost.

One critical attack on the resurrection is that the 
early church and believers did not teach the 
resurrection but that the resurrection was an idea 
that developed hundreds of years after Jesus’ life.  
Not only did early believers believe and claim that 
the resurrection was true but many non-Christian 
sources verify that Christians were quickly after 
Jesus’ death teaching the Resurrection. Sources like 
Josephus, Tacitus, Lucian, Mara Bar-Serapion, and 
the Jewish Talmund all document the early, 1st 

century teaching of the resurrection of Christ. The 
resurrection was not a concept or teaching that 
was developed over time, hundreds of years after 
Jesus’ life.  Almost immediately after the 
crucifixion Jesus’ followers began proclaiming the 
resurrection of Jesus as a true, physical event.

May the certainty of the resurrection of Christ 
unite us in our efforts to lead a lost and hurting 
world to a God who loves and restores.
